Write a well-organized essay titled 

DePauw in Smith’s Image: Your Particular Topic
Purpose: To apply Smith’s “old ideas” to a new problem.
Challenge: Figure out what Smith said on education and apply his ideas to DePauw today. You have wide latitude on what to write about. New b-school, faculty pay, tenure, student recruitment, Day of Dialogue, course offerings, graduation requirements, athletics—anything and everything associated with DePauw is fair game. However, you have to weave Smith into it, including quotations and in-text citation.
The Rules:
1) Your paper must be between 10 and 15 pages, not including the title and references page. It must be double-spaced, normal margins and font size (say 12-point Times Roman or something like that).
2) Organization:


a) Do not start with “Adam Smith was a famous economist.”  Do NOT babble.


I am your audience and I have read Smith (and the other materials). 
b) The body must contain a series of points, at least three, that support your interpretation of what Smith would say about DePauw. You need to define a problem or issue and how Smith would solve it. You must include evidence (quotations and paraphrasing) from Smith’s “On the Education of Youth." 
c) The essay must end with a conclusion that summarizes the points made and restates your position.
3) Carefully cite all quotations and paraphrases. For Smith’s Education of Youth, use the paragraph number; e.g., cite the first sentence as (Smith, 1776, V.1.130). For the video, use the Friedman, Free to Choose transcript. See below for my citation style.
4) On Feb 17, you will have the opportunity to ask me questions about any of the readings or if you have any ideas you want to discuss.

5) Your paper must be submitted Monday, February 20 at 1:40 PM (start of class). I will deduct a letter grade penalty if you are late and will not accept the paper after 5PM.

Remember, this paper is 20% of your course grade so this deserves your best effort.
Submitting Your Paper:
Do not put your name on the paper itself, but be sure to put your Student ID #### on the title page.

My objective is clear—I want to improve the fairness and objectivity of my evaluation of your paper. I do not want to know whose paper I am reading.

After I grade the papers, I will get the student ID numbers and match the grade to the student.

References and Notes in the Body of the Paper

Citation is important and there is a specific style used by academic economists. 
Do not use any footnotes or endnotes. 

Do not include the entire reference in the text of your paper.
After paraphrasing findings or explicitly quoting text, give credit by simply listing the last name of the author (use “et al.” when there are two or more authors) and year of publication. For example, “In fact, each additional year of schooling lowers the probability of smoking by 12 percentage points.” (Jones, 2003, p. 45).

You can also begin a sentence with the paper’s reference. Here is an example: Jones (2003) finds that more schooling lowers the probability of smoking. (No page number needed because not a quotation.)
In the references section, a full citation of the Jones (2003) article is presented. If you have two or more authors, do this: Lindsey et al., (2013).
Do not do this: Adam Smith, a famous economist, said that capitalism was amazing. 
Do this: Smith (1776) said that capitalism was amazing.
Citing Smith is pretty complicated because there are many editions of the Wealth of Nations. To make it easy for you, use the pdf I have on the class web page (tiny.cc/histecon) and then you can simply refer to a specific paragraph.  So, for example, in your paper, you could do this:

“The fee or honorary which the scholar pays to the master naturally constitutes a revenue of this kind.” (Smith, 1776, V.1.130). 
References List at the End of the Paper

· Authors' names are inverted (last name first); give the last name and initials for all authors of a particular work. 

· Reference list entries should be alphabetized by the last name of the first author of each work. 

· Italicize titles of longer works such as books and journals, otherwise, use quotation marks.
· Some examples:

· Journal article

Author, A., Author, B., & Author, C. (Year). “Title of article.” Title of Periodical, volume number (issue number), pages.

· Book

Author, A. (Year of publication). Title of work: Capital letter also for subtitle. Location: Publisher.

· Nonperiodical Web Document, Web Page, or Report

Author, A. & Author, B. (Date of publication). Title of document. Retrieved month day, year, from http://Web address.
